On March 20, 2006, BioMarin Pharmaceutical Inc. (the Company ) issued a press release announcing that it intends to offer to sell, subject to
market and other conditions, 9,000,000 shares of its common stock in an underwritten public offering. The Company intends to grant the
underwriters a 30-day option to purchase up to an additional 1,350,000 shares of such common stock to cover over-allotments. The Company
also announced in this release that, concurrently with the offering of common stock, the Company intends to offer to sell, subject to market and
other conditions, $125,000,000 aggregate principal amount of senior subordinated convertible notes due 2013 in an underwritten public offering.
The Company intends to grant the underwriter a 13-day option to purchase up to an additional $18,750,000 of notes to cover over-allotments.
The common stock offering and senior subordinated convertible note offering are being conducted as separate public offerings by means of
separate prospectus supplements pursuant to a registration statement on Form S-3 (Registration Statement No. 333-132566), and the offerings
are not contingent upon each other.
